Fulbright-Meg Everton Professional Enhancement Awards in Education
Fulbright-Meg Everton Professional Enhancement Awards in Education are for Fulbright-Meg Everton Professional Enhancement Awards in Education are for New Zealand educators in early childhood, primary or secondary education to undertake a professional development activity in the US which will enhance their professional knowledge, practice and/or skills. A small number of awards valued at up to NZ$5,000 are granted each year, towards a 12 to 90 day visit to the US.

The types of professional development activities relevant to this award include educational courses, conferences, school visits, meetings and presentations. The activities must include at least one major presentation/public talk, and enhance understanding between the education sectors in the US and in New Zealand.

Upon return to New Zealand recipients are required to share the learnings and benefits with their peers. Applicants must demonstrate the benefits of the proposed professional development activity, and articulate how they will disseminate their learnings after their return from the US. This must include making a presentation in an educational/teaching forum.
Eligibility Requirements
To be eligible you must:

· have a suitable professional background as a teacher or principal in early childhood, primary or secondary education in New Zealand*;
· if you are employed by a school, have the support of your school to undertake the proposed professional development activity;
· plan to depart for the US no earlier than 10 weeks after the application closing date;
· not have held another Fulbright award in the past two years, and otherwise comply with the J. William Fulbright Foreign Scholarship Board’s policy on Previous Fulbright Grants; and

· be a New Zealand citizen (permanent residents are not eligible) and not a permanent resident or citizen of the US.

* Note that this award is not for education researchers or academics, who are instead encouraged to apply for the Fulbright-Cognition Scholar Award in Education Research or another of our New Zealand scholar awards.

Preference for Fulbright awards is given to candidates who have not had extensive recent experience in the US.  The selection committee looks for applications that address Fulbright’s aims – to encourage the exchange of ideas between New Zealand and the US in order to increase understanding between the people of the two countries.  Your referees should address your abilities to promote the Fulbright aims as well.

Entitlement
A small number of awards valued up to NZ$5,000 are offered each year to assist with costs associated with a short-term visit to the US (travel (international and domestic), accommodation and per diem expenses, and if relevant towards professional development activity costs).  
Grantees are expected to secure additional sources of funding wherever possible and to personally contribute something towards the costs of their trip.
